Taking a mind/body/soul approach to being green,
later books in the Giggles the Green Bean series will teach topics such as healthy eating and
staying physically active, in addition to environmental responsibility.

“Being green means doing all the little things you can to make a difference,” says Davis, whose
inspiration for Giggles the Green Bean was drawn from her brother’s environmental activism.
“In the books, Giggles has a responsibility to share what he learns about being green with others.
My hope is that children who read these books will not only learn how to lead green lifestyles
themselves, but like Giggles will also share these concepts with friends and family.”
